Edwin Anthony (“Tony”) Murray was born March 31,1948 in Johnson City, TN,
and went to be with the Lord on November 15, 2019. He was the son of G.
Elnora (Murray) Brady and James Clarence Murray, Sr. Tony attended
Douglass Elementary School and Langston High School up until his junior
year in 1965 when Langston was closed due to desegregation. He graduated
in Science Hill High School’s first fully integrated class. 

Tony then became a Certified Public Accountant (CPA) after earning his
Bachelor’s degree at East Tennessee State University. Shortly thereafter, he
married Sheila June Mitchell, and to that union were born three children:
Karen, Sonya, and Michael. Tony embarked on a 10-year career in the United
States Navy, earning the rank of Lieutenant and was deployed to serve on the
USS Hector and the USS Sampson DDG-10. 

 

After returning to Johnson City following his military service, Tony joined the
Johnson City Police Department. He retired in excellent standing after 26
years of service. 

Tony was a man of few words; he epitomized the “strong, silent type”. He was
an avid fisherman and loved gardening. He will be remembered for his dry wit
and humor, but most of all for being a kind and gentle soul, and a good man.
